Twenty-sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time (B) Mk 9:38-43.45.47-48

«No one who performs a mighty deed in my name who can at the same time speak ill of me»

Today, following the example of the most modern TV producer, we are given to see Jesus conjuring imag-
es of unstoppable fire and worms into a place we have to avoid by all means: into hell, “where 'their worm
does not die, and the fire is not quenched.'”” (Mk 9:48). It is a vivid description of the state a person may
attain when his life has not carried him where he wanted to go. It could be compared to the moment when,
while driving our car, we take the wrong road by thinking it is the right one, and we end up in an un-
known place, not knowing where we are and where we did not certainly want to go. We have to avoid it,
no matter how, even if we have to get rid of our hands (cf. Mk 9,43), feet (cf. Mk 9,45), eyes (cf. Mk
9,47). We have to have the strong desire to enter into the Kingdom of God even if we have to go without
an essential part of ourselves.

It is possible that this Gospel may encourage us to mull over something we may have, very dear to us, but
that prevents us from seeing God, —or even worse— that pushes us away from God.

The same Jesus leads us to look for the sin responsible for all our failings (hands, feet and eyes). Jesus
speaks about anyone that could cause one of these little ones who believe in Him to stumble and sin (cf.
Mk 9:42). “To cause someone to sin” is to turn someone away from God. We, therefore, appraise in every
person his nearness to Jesus, the faith he may have.

Jesus teaches us we do not have to belong to the Twelve or to be one of his most intimate disciples to be
able to stay beside Him: “For whoever is not against us is for us” (Mk 9:40). However, some might imply
our salvation is a very simple thing. But it is not. Our salvation is an accomplished fact only if we are in
Christ. It is a lesson of today's Gospel: many are those who, because of their deeds, are closer to the
Kingdom of God than we may think. As St. Therese of Lisieux admitted: “The Lord cannot reward me for
my deeds (...) Thus, I hope He will reward me for His.”

Vigésimo sexto domingo del tiempo ordinario (B) Mc 9,38-43.45.47-48

«No hay nadie que obre un milagro invocando mi nombre y que luego sea capaz de hablar mal de mi

Hoy, segin el modelo del realizador de television mas actual, contemplamos a Jestis poniendo gusanos y fuego
alli donde debemos evitar ir: el infierno, «donde el gusano no muere y el fuego no se apaga» (Mc 9,48). Es una
descripcion del estado en el que puede quedar una persona cuando su vida no la ha llevado alli adonde queria ir.
Podriamos compararlo al momento en que, conduciendo nuestro automoévil, tomamos una carretera por otra,
pensando que vamos bien y vamos a parar a un lugar desconocido, sin saber donde estamos y adonde no queria-
mos ir. Hay que evitar ir, sea como sea, aunque tengamos que desprendernos de cosas aparentemente irrenun-
ciables: sin manos (cf. Mc 9,43), sin pies (cf. Mc 9,45), sin ojos (cf. Mc 9,47). Es necesario querer entrar en la
vida o en el Reino de Dios, aunque sea sin algo de nosotros mismos.

Posiblemente, este Evangelio nos lleva a reflexionar para descubrir qué tenemos, por muy nuestro que sea, que
no nos permite ir hacia Dios, —y todavia mas— qué nos aleja de El.

El mismo Jesus nos orienta para saber cudl es el pecado en el que nos hacen caer nuestras cosas (manos, pies y
0jos). Jesus habla de los que escandalizan a los pequefios que creen en El (cf. Mc 9,42). “Escandalizar” es alejar
a alguien del Sefior. Por lo tanto, valoremos en cada persona su proximidad con Jesus, la fe que tiene.

Jesus nos ensefia que no hace falta ser de los Doce o de los discipulos mas intimos para estar con El: «El que no
estd contra nosotros, esta por nosotros» (Mc 9,40). Podemos entender que Jesus lo salva todo. Es una leccion
del Evangelio de hoy: hay muchos que estdn mas cerca del Reino de Dios de lo que pensamos, porque hacen
milagros en nombre de Jesus. Como confes6 santa Teresita del Nifio Jesus: «El Sefior no me podra premiar se-
gun mis obras (...). Pues bien, yo confio en que me premiara segun las suyasy.
