Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion (C) Lk 22:14-23:56

“Father, forgive them, they know not what they do.”

Today, we read the narrative of the Passion from the Gospel of Luke. According to this evangelist, Jesus
entering Jerusalem to a joyous palm parade and the passion narrative are mutually related even though the
first part may sound exultant while the second part sounds rather humiliating.

Jesus enters Jerusalem as a messianic king, humble, peaceful, with a servant's attitude, not as temporal
king using and abusing his power. The cross is the throne from which He reigns (He is not missing the
royal crown!), by loving and forgiving. Luke's Gospel can, indeed, be summarized by saying it reveals
Jesus' love through his all-encompassing mercy and forgiveness.

Jesus' mercy and forgiveness are certainly shown throughout Jesus' life, but more evidently upon His
crucifixion. How meaningful are the three words we can today hear at the Cross, from Jesus' lips!

—He loves and forgives even his executioners: “Father, forgive them, they know not what they do.”

(Lk 23:34).

—To the thief at his right, who asked Jesus to remember him forever in his Kingdom, Jesus grants
forgiveness and salvation: “Today you will be with me in Paradise.” (Lk 23:43).

—Above all, Jesus manifests His forgiveness and love in the supreme moment of his submission when
He cries out: “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit” (Lk 23:46).

This is the Master's last lesson at the Cross: mercy and forgiveness, the fruits of love. But forgiving is so
difficult for us! Nevertheless, by experiencing in our own lives the saving and forgiving love of Jesus,

it will not be so difficult for us to look at others with tenderness: Tenderness that forgives with love and
absolves without meanness.

Saint Francis of Assisi expresses it in his Canticle of the Creatures: “Praised be You, my Lord, through
those who give pardon for Your love.”

«Padre, perdonalos, porque no saben lo que hacen»

Hoy leemos el relato de la pasion segin san Lucas. En este evangelista, los ramos gozosos de la entrada
en Jerusalén y el relato de la pasion estan en relacion mutua, aunque el primer paso suene a triunfo y el
segundo a humillacidn.

Jesus llega a Jerusalén como rey mesianico, humilde y pacifico, en actitud de servicio y no como un rey
temporal que usa y abusa de su poder. La cruz es ¢l trono desde donde reina (no le falta la corona real),
amando y perdonando. En efecto, el Evangelio de Lucas se puede resumir diciendo que revela el amor de
Jesus manifestado en la misericordia y el perdon.

A God’s will in prayer?

God calls all of us to greater holiness,
deeper intimacy with Him and greater
charity for others. If you feel God
is calling you, consider the “roots and
fruits” more carefully before
responding.

While the Holy Spirit often works
through our “holy imagination,” not
everything that pops into our heads
is from Him. God will never tell us to
sin or contradict Church teachings, and
His voice is always gentle (if firm) and
brings a deep peace that remains, even
when our emotions and situations
change.

Assuming the “roots” are good, you
can take the first steps in answering the
call. Examples of “good fruits” would
be an increase in virtue, greater
attraction to the Sacraments, a concrete
change in how we treat others, and
even a change of heart in others.

It’s always good to find a good
spiritual director when discerning “big”
decisions, e.g., a vocation. Be at peace:
if you are seeking God's will in good
faith, He will direct you where you
need to be.
